Children 6 through 12 years
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We expect to have two classrooms one for each age/ability range. For example ages 6-9 may be one
group and ages 10-12 the other.
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Schedule
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Begins Monday 9 August 2010 — 5 days per week
Finishes Friday 3 September 2010

Pick Up 17:00 until 18:00 — additional charge may apply after 17:30
Location — Rauner YMCA 2700 S. Western Ave — immediately north of WSTI

Parents will be required to sign-in their children in the classroom each morning. Parents will be
required to show ID and sign-out the students at pick-up time.
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Late pick-up fee will be $ 10 per child if between 17:30 and 18:00. After 18:00 the fee will be the $ 10
fee plus $ 1/minute per child. These fees will be payable at the time of pick-up to the YMCA.
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If parents are unable to pick-up their children themselves, they must complete a YMCA alternate pick-
up authorization form with the details of their people authorized to pick up their children.

Daily Activity Plan
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A detailed schedule of activity will be published before the start of the summer session. The basic
plan will be for half day of Chinese language, culture, and arts to take place each morning. The
afternoon session will include sports games, swimming, and class activity together with the YMCA.
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Staff Plan
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Each class will be staffed with one of our regular DongFang teachers and one to two high-school
aged counselors to support the teacher. We encourage our senior student (high school) to take the
opportunity to be trained as student counselor for their community service. The counselors may have
50% off for their tuition in next semester of Dongfang registration. The detail information can be
available soon.
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There will be a program manager stationed at school for each day of class. This staff member will be
interviewed by school administration. This person will serve as a back-up for emergency situations,
an assistant for lunch and other transit periods, as well as to provide support to the teachers for
planning and logistics. This program manager may be a hired position or it may be comprised of
parent volunteers.
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Afternoon activity at the YMCA will be staffed according to their guidelines. YMCA guidelines call for
a ratio of counselors to students depending on age. Our DongFang counselors will participate in the
afternoon activity with all students and obtain the consular training from YMCA. Our Chinese
teachers will not participate in the afternoon activity.
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Reqistration Process
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Sign up will begin 8 May 2010 and continue until the program is full. We estimate a maximum of 40
children can be accommodated. All payments and registration will be to DongFang Chinese Institute.
The school will handle administration with the YMCA.
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Deposit due at the time of registration is $ 50. The total cost for the four-week session is $ 685. The
remaining balance due must be paid prior to June 30, 2010.
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The cost will decline if more students sign up. We hope to bring the cost down to $ 625 if we can
achieve a full program. The school will refund the difference after the first day of camp.
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Registration fee includes Chinese box lunch 4 days per week. YMCA will provide a box lunch for
each student on Wednesday field trips.
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Fees also include all learning materials for the course as well as a registration fee for City Colleges of
Chicago.
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We may be able to offer two-week session participation for those who have schedule conflicts. We
expect that the two week session fee will be $ 350 per student. This fee will not change depending
on overall enrollment.
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Due to the nature of the program which adjusts tuition based on enrollment, the canceled registration
will affect the budget. To be fair for all families, the cancelation charge will be $ 50 per student if
notice is received before 6 July 2010. The space will offer to the next on the waiting list. Students who
cancel participation after 6 July will not be eligible for a refund of the $ 250 deposit. The balance of
the session will be refunded on a pro-rata basis depending on when the student withdraws from the
class.
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Behavior requirement
